The Montel Williams MS Foundation is soliciting applications from research institutions and entities worldwide whose projects seek to alleviate the symptoms of MS, and ultimately work toward a cure.  The Montel Williams MS Foundation relies on its Scientific Advisory Board (SAB), a multidisciplinary group of leading neurologists and MS physician-scientists, to guide its proposal selection process.  The SAB directs the Foundation's research efforts in three primary areas:

· Early diagnosis and prevention of multiple sclerosis;
· Restoring MS depleted myelin throughout the nervous system; and
· Development of new treatment protocols
Grants have ranged from $26,000 to $100,000; most grants are in the $30-$40,000 range and are renewable.  The Foundation does not cover administrative overhead.
